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TRUSTEE MEETING
September 13, 2024 @ 4:00 PM

ATTENDANCE:  Meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM by Trustee Finnesand.  Roll call taken - present were Trustees Josh Bartos, Iver Finnesand and Kim Remily.  Also present were System Manager Justin Carlson and Clerk Mary Finnesand. 

AGENDA:  Proposed agenda reviewed, and motion made to approve the agenda as written by Bartos; second by Remily.  Motion passed.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

AUGUST 9, 2024, MINUTES:  The Board reviewed the August meeting minutes.  Motion made to approve the minutes by Finnesand; seconded by Bartos.  Motion passed.

FINANCIAL REPORTS AUGUST 2024: Total funds available as of 08/31/24:  General Checking Account $69,765.61 and Reserve & Replacement $267,930.36.  Clerk Finnesand issued the fall billing on 9/1/2024 with a significant amount collected as of the meeting date and the automatic withdrawal scheduled for 9/20/2024. Outstanding accounts receivable as of 8/31/24 totaled $2,267.32. Clerk Finnesand reported that there weren’t any significant delinquent accounts to discuss during the September meeting.

AUGUST EXPENSES: Telephone: Venture Communications ($178.86), Straight Talk ($37.05); Pump & Control Maintenance: Glacial Lakes Electric ($1,536.00), Woodchuck Tree Removal ($422.01), SD One Call ($23.10), Amazon ($360.54), Runnings ($89.95); Maintenance Vehicle: HR One Stop ($71.62, $58.36, $75.00), Performance Wash ($11.00), Casey’s ($53.43); Bank Service Charge: Dacotah Bank ($10.00); Payroll Liabilities: IRS ($1,231.54), QuickBooks Payroll ($3,374.07); Professional Fees: Intuit ($24.24, $15.79, $15.80); Office Supplies: Amazon ($59.37, 78.70), Spot On Printing ($37.15); Telephone/Internet: Straight Talk ($37.34), Venture ($176.77); Electrical Usage: Ottertail ($104.91), LREA ($1,333.41); Water Usage: WEB Water ($50.52). 

Clerk Finnesand reviewed outstanding accounts receivable as of the meeting date and informed the Board that any chronically delinquent accounts may be certified with the Day County Auditor’s office in September.

Motion to accept the August 2024 financial reports made by Remily; seconded by Bartos.  Motion passed.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Manager Carlson reported that six customer personal lift station repairs were completed since the last meeting and no main lift station repairs were needed.  He explained that the main lift station stills needs to have rewiring completed and will follow up with the electrician to get it completed.  Carlson informed the Board at the August meeting that SDARWS attempted to begin work on the gravity line inspection; however, their camera broke when they began working.  Manager Carlson updated the Board to let them know that SDARWS plans to complete the work in October. Carlson received the estimate to fence the lagoon area and discussed it with the Board; however, advised the members that it was too high and that other options will be pursued.  

He updated the Board of fall/winter preparations done to date that included adding Dawn dish soap to the main lift station pumps to remove any grease build up.  Items that need to be completed include securing straw bales to cover specific manholes and cleaning the PLSD building gutters.  He also plans to add rock to lift station #2 for additional weed control. 

OLD BUSINESS: Clerk Finnesand shared an update provided by the project engineer on the improvement project as the construction work has been completed; however, the general contractor has not been back to finish the final clean up needed in the leased neighborhoods.  The Board discussed concerns raised by a few cabin owners regarding the cleanup yet to be done in their neighborhood.  The Board requested that Clerk Finnesand follow up with the project engineer to elevate the concerns raised and request he meet with any unsatisfied customers.  The project engineer will return to the lake some time the week of September 16th to review the outstanding items with Manager Carlson. 

Clerk Finnesand reviewed the trustee vacancy announcement, petition deadline, and election date for the trustee vacancy that is open for the position that concludes October 31, 2024, presently held by Iver Finnesand.  The first vacancy announcement was published in the Dakota Farmer & Reporter on September 9, 2024, with the second notice to be published on September 16, 2024.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Clerk Finnesand presented a customer bill for sewer cleanup work completed at their cabin due to sewer backup.  PLSD’s insurance company previously denied the customer’s insurance claim; however, the Board agreed that they will follow up with the PLSD attorney to address the customer’s reimbursement request. Clerk Finnesand informed the Board the Dakota State University (DSU) will conduct a follow up cyber security assessment beginning the week of September 23rd.  No significant issues were identified in the 2023 assessment, but DSU likes to conduct a follow up as part of their protocol.   

ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting ended at 4:45pm. Trustee Finnesand made the motion and Trustee Remily seconded to adjourn. Motion passed.
