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TRUSTEE MEETING
August 9, 2024 @ 4:00 PM

ATTENDANCE:  Meeting was called to order at 4:00 PM by Trustee Finnesand.  Roll call taken - present were Trustees Josh Bartos, Iver Finnesand and Kim Remily.  Also present were System Manager Justin Carlson and Clerk Mary Finnesand. 

AGENDA:  Proposed agenda reviewed, and motion made to approve the agenda as written by Bartos; second by Remily.  Motion passed.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

JULY 16, 2024, MINUTES:  The Board reviewed the July meeting minutes.  Motion made to approve the minutes by Remily; seconded by Bartos.  Motion passed.

FINANCIAL REPORTS JULY 2024: Total funds available as of 07/31/24:  General Checking Account $75,949.24
and Reserve & Replacement $267,714.95.  Outstanding accounts receivable as of 7/31/24 totaled $3,953.40. 

JULY EXPENSES: Telephone: Venture Communications ($184.61), Straight Talk ($37.05); Pump & Control Maintenance: Milbank WinWater ($4,454.56), SD One Call ($15.75), Menards ($99.89, $34.99), Dakota Supply ($142.03), Runnings ($89.41); Maintenance Vehicle: Sioux Valley Coop ($89.38), HR One Stop ($60.03, $81.16), Performance Wash ($13.00); Building Maintenance & Expense: Locke Electric ($147.96); LP Gas: Sioux Valley Coop ($1,044.00); Professional Fees: Todd Garry ($1,402.50); Bank Service Charge: Dacotah Bank ($10.00); Payroll Liabilities: IRS ($1,229.14), QuickBooks Payroll ($1,611.73, $3,092.24); Telephone/Internet: Straight Talk ($37.34), Venture ($176.77); Electrical Usage: Ottertail ($116.64), LREA ($1,392.31); Water Usage: WEB Water ($50.34). 

Clerk Finnesand reviewed outstanding accounts receivable as of the meeting date and informed the Board that any chronically delinquent accounts may be certified with the Day County Auditor’s office in September.

Motion to accept the July 2024 financial reports made by Bartos; seconded by Remily.  Motion passed.

MAINTENANCE REPORT: Manager Carlson reported that four customer personal lift station repairs were completed since the last meeting and main lift station #11 was rewired along with a new panel as part of the improvement project. He explained that the main lift station stills needs to have rewiring completed, but that rain delays caused the electrician to reschedule.  Carlson informed the Board that SDARWS attempted to begin work on the gravity line inspection; however, their camera broke when they began working.  They will return in approximately one month once the camera is repaired.  Manager Carlson informed the Board the state completed their lagoon inspection, and no issues were identified.  Carlson also met with the landowner and is waiting on an estimate from a contractor to construct the fencing needed to protect the lagoon road access. 

OLD BUSINESS: Clerk Finnesand shared an update provided by the project engineer on the improvement project as follows:  Some punch list items need to be addressed; Final grading of lawns and seeding can start after August 15th and H&W intends to do that as soon as allowed; Final Testing is pending - 30 days after installation is the soonest the sewer main line can be tested; Final cleaning of lift stations that were rehabbed needs to be completed and they are checking with a subcontractor to complete.  Manager Carlson confirmed that H&W no longer has a crew working on site and has begun removing equipment. Overall, the project is nearing completion.  

Clerk Finnesand presented the final proposed draft 2025 budget based on the budget discussion held during the July meeting.  The Board reviewed the draft and agreed that it was PLSD’s best estimate based on what information available is now.  Once the project is closed out and the loan payments begin, the Board will review the budget again and determine if any amendments are necessary.  Once approved, the budget will be submitted to the Day County Auditor’s office by September 1, 2025. Motion to approve budget made by Bartos; seconded by Remily.  Motion passed.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Clerk Finnesand reviewed the trustee vacancy announcement, petition deadline, and election date for the trustee vacancy that is open for the position that concludes October 31, 2024, presently held by Iver Finnesand.  The first vacancy announcement will post in the Dakota Farmer & Reporter on September 9, 2024.

ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting ended at 4:45pm. Trustee Remily made the motion and Trustee Bartos seconded to adjourn. Motion passed.
